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November 2000 

· The Faith Committee Chairman of Character Council gave an initial presentation to Senior Pastor Paul Brunstetter describing the community-wide character initiative in general and the faith community participation in particular. 

December 2000 

· The Faith Committee Chairman presented to Paul Brunstetter the commitments of a "Church of Character", together with an invitation to become a model. The general goal would be to start introducing some of the commitments in March when supporting materials were targeted to become available on the Faith portion of the Character Council website. 

· Pastor Brunstetter accepted the invitation, committing to be a model "Church of Character".

January and February 2001
· Paul Brunstetter preached 6 sermons on character. The response was "incredible", as he reflected on it. The topic of character appears to be addressing a real interest; some, it seems, just need a touch to get going. 

· After one sermon a gentleman approached the pastor after others had left and said he wanted to get help with his life; he was living a life of hypocrisy; on the outside he was a respected citizen, but on the inside he was addicted to gambling. 

· After another sermon, which focused on the inside and outside of one's life matching, a couple came forward and signed up for counseling assistance with their lives.

March 2001
· Encouragements to practice good character were included in the church newsletter and in church service bulletin inserts. 

· A monthly lesson on character was introduced in one of the youth Sunday School tracks. 

· Regrettably, commencement with the full 16 means of encouragement as a "Church of Character", originally intended for March and April, must be deferred until a church administrator is in place who will take overall responsibility for the various means for encouraging the practice of good character monthly. 

April - July 2001

· Encouragements to practice good character were included in the church newsletter and in church service bulletin inserts. 

· Two Sunday School tracks include character.

August 2001

· Regrettably, further implementation of the 16 means of encouragement as a "Church of Character" must be put on hold until 2002.

· The forms of encouragement implemented to date will continue:

· The monthly character quality will be featured in the monthly newsletter.

· The monthly character quality will be encouraged in each weekly bulletin.

· The monthly character quality will be included in adult Sunday School classes.

· The monthly character quality will be included in the youth Sunday School track.

· The monthly character quality will be featured once each month in the children's sermon in the main church service. 

· The monthly character quality will be featured once each month in a testimony in the main service.
