David lived in Bethlehem during the reign of Saul, Israel’s first king.  David was the youngest of his father Jesse’s eight sons, a shepherd, who cared for his father’s sheep.  When God rejected Saul as King over Israel, he sent the prophet Samuel to Bethlehem to Jesse, because one of his sons was to be the next King.

To the surprise of his whole family, the prophet Samuel anointed the young David to be King over all Israel.  Although David did not take the throne until later, from that time on the Spirit of the Lord came upon him in power. 

Years later, when King David was settled in his palace and the Lord had given him rest from his enemies Nathan, the prophet, received a revelation from the Lord regarding David and his descendents.  Nathan told David that the Lord God would make his name great, like the names of the greatest men on earth.  He also said, “Your house and your kingdom will endure forever before me, your throne will be established forever.” (2 Samuel 7:16, NIV)

David showed great humility upon hearing the revelation.  Far from any sense of entitlement or worthiness at such an honor, he went before the Lord and said, “Who am I, O Sovereign Lord, and what is my family that you have brought me this far?” (2 Samuel 7: 18b, NIV)
