Timing, Rhythm, Efficiency

What do they have in common with  punctuality?

Timing - is essential when coordination is required, as for example in the setting of a car’s ignition system in order for the car to function properly, or properly releasing a bowling ball or swinging a ball bat, golf club, tennis racket, or ping pong paddle.

Rhythm - is essential for harmony among diverse but coordinated participants.  This principle is displayed in music as instruments and singers follow different notes of melody and harmony, but all follow the same rhythm.
