“For everything there is a season, and a time for every matter under heaven:”

Ecclesiastes 3:1

I WILL…

Be at the right place at the right time.

Have you ever arrived ten minutes past the appointed time and found yourself left behind?  When you agree to an appointed time, do you really mean to keep it promptly?
Prepare for unexpected delays.

A good rule of thumb is, “expect the unexpected.”  Punctual persons are able to adjust in situations because they have allowed extra time at the beginning and the ending of the scheduled event.
Do my work ahead of time. 

Most tasks have a deadline for completion.  In order to be punctual, divide the task into small goals.  Doing this allows you to avoid the mad rush at the last minute.  Ask someone to keep you accountable for the things that are important to be accomplished. 

Plan a daily schedule and keep it.

“Plan your work and work your plan.” And   post your plan in a high visibility place as a reminder to be punctual. 

Not fall into the trap of “just one more.” 

Just as important as a punctual ending is a punctual  beginning.
