What is the concept of Initiative?

· See a need.

· Take responsibility to do something about the need.

· Determine a solution to the need or problem.

· Carry the solution through to completion.

It is one thing to say, “Oh, there’s a need.”  It is a different thing to see that a solution is determined and carried out to completion for the need.

Take initiative to do something, either trying to meet the need yourself or enlisting others.
